Are You Planning to Caucus on February 9th? – Washington has, to say the least, an
interesting process for presidential nominations. You can read more about it on the
Secretary of StateÕs website or in an Associated Press article published locally by several
news agencies, including the Seattle P-I. My Ôattempting-to-be-briefÕ summary of our
process is as followsÉ.  Washington conducts both caucuses and a primary election as part
of the presidential nomination process. However, WashingtonÕs Democrats will not use the
primary election to select their delegates to the national convention, where their presidential
nominee is chosen. 80 of the 97 Democratic delegates will be chosen through the caucus
process on February 9th; the other 17 are automatic Ôsuper-delegatesÕ (the governor, for
example). WashingtonÕs Republicans, on the other hand, will use the caucus process to
select approximately half of their national convention delegates (18), and the primary
election on February 19th will determine the other half (19). (Primary ballots were in the mail
last week for absentee/mail-in voters.)
 
What this all means is that caucuses are a critically important part of the presidential
nomination process in our state. And, given circumstances so far, Washington could actually
make a difference in these nomination races. So get involved! Both parties are encouraging
voters who have never caucused before to do so! Republican and Democratic caucuses will
be held on Saturday, February 9th. You can find out where your local Democratic caucus is
here, and look for your local Republican caucus here. Since caucuses are also likely places
to run into state legislators and other politically active citizens, be sure to talk with them
about our legislative priorities for 2008 Ð compensation and class size!

Calendar Committee Update – Many of you are likely wondering when you will see next
yearÕs calendar. The Calendar Committee, comprised of representatives from SEA, SESPA,
and District administration, is currently working on the 08-09 and 09-10 calendars. The
committee's recommendations are due to the District and SEA Bargaining teams in early
March. Those recommendations then go to the bargaining table to be negotiated/approved
into a Tentative Agreement. Then, they go to the School Board and to SEA General
Membership for ratification.
 
Clearly, the process still has a ways to go. However, everyone on the committee knows that
staff, students, and parents are eager to know when school will start this coming fall and
when breaks will be.  One thing that will be discussed at the next calendar committee
meeting is what information can/should be shared with the public prior to ratification, and

District Budget Update – This year has brought a new agenda item to SEA Rep. Council
meetings. Each month, Deputy Superintendent Marcia Harris visits our meeting for a few
minutes to present information about the DistrictÕs budget and enrollment, and to answer
questions posed by your building representatives. Hopefully, you have been attending SEA
building meetings at your school each month and participating in discussions with your
building rep(s) about this information. One of the questions asked this month was whether
the district is on track to being out of the Ôred.Õ As of JanuaryÕs budget update, ShorelineÕs
General Fund is projected to end the year with a fund balance of $7,820. This is still a very
small amount, given an approximate General Fund budget of $87 million, but it is a number

that would put the district back in the black, which would be significant progress.
 
Whether the actual ending fund balance meets that projection at the end of the year remains
to be seen, but SEA leadership is working with budget analysts at WEA Research to keep a
close watch on ShorelineÕs budget and to look for any irregularities. So far, it appears that
things are on track, and as we learn new information, we will be sure to keep building reps
posted. Do you have a budget question? Ask your building rep to bring it up at next monthÕs
Rep Council meeting!

Know  Your  Contract
 

Contract Copies – I have received a few queries lately as to where copies of our Collective
Bargaining Agreement (a.k.a. our ÔCBAÕ or ÔContractÕ) can be found. Our contract is online in
two different places. The first is on the Bargaining Information page of the SEA website; the
second is on the Employee Contracts page of the district website, which is in the Staff
Resources section. In addition, there are paper copies in each building for your reference;
each building representative has one copy, and there is a Ôbuilding copyÕ at each school that
should be kept in a centralized location such as the staff room or library. If youÕre not sure
where your schoolÕs copy is, check with one of your building reps. Below is the text of the
Article relating to CBA distribution.
 
6.0            DISTRIBUTION OF AGREEMENT

6.1 It is the responsibility of the District following ratification and execution by both the Association and the
District to publish the Agreement on its website. The District shall be responsible for printing any copies
it deems necessary for its own use at its own expense. The Association shall be responsible for printing
any copies it deems necessary for its own use at its own expense.
